Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Proposed Project consists of a Minor Use Permit for the development and operation of retail center with a total of
54,406 square feet on two parcels containing approximately 3.7 acres total. The Project is proposed to include eight retail
spaces of approximately 6,800 square feet each, as well as the demolition of three total structures under separate
permit. Access to the site would be via two 30-foot-wide accessways on Taylor Avenue. The Proposed Project includes
approximately 81 percent lot coverage, approximately 18.5 percent landscaping, and a maximum Floor Area Ratio of
approximately 34.7 percent. The facility would include 113 standard car spaces, 6 handicap-accessible spaces, and 14
bicycle parking spaces and 6-foot wrought iron fencing surround the site. The Proposed Project would provide for
operations to occur 24 hours a day, seven days a week, and is anticipated to require less than 10 office employees.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The Proposed Project would not create any significant impacts with respect to most resource areas evaluated for this
study. The Project Site is within a highly developed area and contains a mixture of ruderal/disturbed vegetation, bare
ground, and commercial buildings. The Project would potentially create impacts to resource areas, Biological Resources,
Cultural Resources, Noise, Paleontology, and Tribal Cultural Resources. Mitigation Measures BIO-1, CUL-1 through
CUL-3, and PAL-1 and PAL-2 would reduce impacts to less than significant. The Proposed Project would not result in
significant impacts to known TCRs. However, as a result of AB 52 consultation the Tribes identified a potential for the
discovery of unknown TCRs during construction, which may result in a significant impact if such resources are found and
affected. Impacts to unknown TCRs would be less than significant with the implementation of Mitigation Measures TCR-1
through TCR-2.

Through incorporation of Mitigation Measures, County policies, design standards, and guidelines there would be no
substantial adverse effects on environmental resources or human beings, either directly or indirectly. No such impacts
have been identified by the studies conducted for this Project that cannot be mitigated.
