Reasons why project is exempt: The project is exempt pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15060(c)(2) in that the
action will not result in a direct or foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment; and section 15061 (b)(3) in
that the action has no potential to cause a significant impact on the environment because the project is a minor
subdivision consistent with the Countywide Plan and zoning for which an EIR (SCH #2017101033) was certified.
